We support the St. Clair County Emergency
Management Agency (EMA), lllinois State Police,
our Region 4 RHCC Hospital (Belleville Memorial)
and coordinate the coverage of the other 15 hospitals

in Region 4.

Another key public service activity is supporting the
Skywarn net and reporting severe weather conditions
to the National Weather Service office in St. Charles

Yearly club activities include the Belleville Shriners
Parade, Field Day, testing sessions, bike races, IL
QSO Party plus many other club functions
throughout the year.
